BEAUTY OF NORTH EAST

Overview
The North East of India is a land of breathtaking beauty, diverse cultures, and untouched 
charm.

A road trip in North East India is an adventure through winding mountain roads, lush 
green valleys, and charming villages. Driving here means witnessing waterfalls tumbling 
down cliffs, tea gardens stretching endlessly, and rivers flowing alongside scenic 
highways. Each turn brings breathtaking views—from the misty hills of Meghalaya and 
the monasteries of Sikkim to the untouched landscapes of Arunachal.
